Thomas A. Sanders, 58, of 47 
Craigie Street, founder of the 
!'ederal Loan and Building Asso­
ciation and former City Council­
man and member of the State 
Legislati.tre, died suddenly Sunday 
in the Maine General 

He had been secretary and at­
torney for the Pederal Loan 'lnd 
Building Association since its or­
ganization in 1915. A member of 
the CUMberland Bar Association. 
Mr. Sanders served as a 
of the City Council for three years 

, and was president one year. Dur­
ing two years as a member of the 
Board of Aldermen, he served 
first as chairman and later as 
head of the Board of the Over­
seers of the Poor. 

He served as representative to/ 
the Maine 1923 Legislature. 

Sanders owned· the OakWOOd 
Heights and Bedford Park de­
velopments and was a member of 
the Portland Zoning Commission. 

He was a former governor of 
the 38th district of Rotary In­
ternational, a past president ot
